William L. Richardson is in his second year at Millennium. Before Millennium, he organized the only Leonard Bernstein
K-5 Artful Learning Orchestra Program in America at Midway Elementary. Richardson is former Director of Bands
and Professor of Music Education at The University of Missouri-St. Louis. In addition to his duties at UM~St. Louis,
Richardson maintained an active schedule as a clinician and conductor in the St. Louis Symphony Desmond Lee collabo-
rative. He holds graduate degrees from the Schools of Music at The Florida State University, The Ohio State University,
and The University of Kansas.

Richardson’s professional career began as director of bands and orchestra at Miami Palmetto High School in 1973. In
1974, he organized the Tallahassee Lincoln High School Band Program. In the late 70s and mid-80s, he conducted bands
and orchestras in the Texas University Interscholastic League System.

In 1987, he entered graduate school at The Ohio State University. He was also a graduate research associate in that insti-
tution’s Center for Teaching Excellence. After graduation, he taught orchestra in Columbus’ public schools. In 1990,
Richardson became director of bands and orchestra at Highland Community College in Kansas. After reestablishing the
program at Highland, he entered the graduate school at The University of Kansas as a Holmes Scholar. While at The
University of Kansas, Richardson taught orchestra techniques, conducting, psychology of music lab; and served as asso-
ciate editor of The Bulletin of Historical Research in Music Education, editorial assistant for The Journal of Research in Music
Education, and as a member of the Committee on Graduate Studies.
